Our application to use the name
Southern Cross Bible Institute
has been approved by the
Queensland government.

We have developed a list of core
classes that will be taught on a
three year rotating basis. Jim is
presently teaching the first class
called “Preparing to Serve” in
Toowoomba each Wednesday
evening. There are ten students
in the class. This study is
designed to help each person
develop their devotional life in
preparation for a lifetime of
service to Christ.

SCBI classes will include studies
on the Old and New Testaments,
doctrine, church history, the
Restoration Movement, public
speaking, evangelism, and how
to care for people in the church.

Classes will be taught by Jim
along with help from Australian
and visiting American teachers.
In addition to the core classes
various electives will be offered
from time to time.

These classes will be at institute
level which will require about
1/3 the amount of time needed
for a typical Bible college level
class. The classes are designed
to be accessible to as many as
possible, even those with full-
time jobs, but will require each
student to put in a significant
effort if they are to succeed.

During 2009, we will offer
classes in Toowoomba and
Newcastle. In the future, we
hope to see expansion into other
regions and the development of a
distance learning program. We
believe SCBI will fill a vital role
in the development of church
leaders throughout Australia.

2010 to obtain a permanent
teaching certificate. All
teachers in Queensland begin
with a provisional license until
they complete 200 days of
teaching.

4. Andrew begins his studies in
engineering and computing at
the University of Southern
Queensland on March 2. He
has worked the past several
months saving money to help
pay for his school fees. Pray
that he will do well in his
studies.
